MEETING MINUTES

9/14/09

The regularly scheduled Mullan Road PTG meeting was called to order by Dora Johns, PTG President at 6:35.

Introductions by Dora Johns and Julie Steffan
Approval of Meeting Minutes: June meeting minutes were approved as written.

Treasurers Report:

Paul has not spent the money yet.  The library books haven’t been ordered yet.

No Original Artworks this year.  There was a discussion of effort to revive it.  Maybe a different date, like Mother’s day.  Sandra Gorman-Brown will look into it.
The 4th grade store needs more funds.  Dicussed $250 additional per ½ year.  Motion was made to increase the funds for the 4th grade store by $500 (at total of $1500).  Motion approved.

Paul Stone stated that their wouldn’t  be any Homework Center this year ($3,484 a year divided by the # of teachers = $170) Paul can pay teachers as needed for working after school with kids who need help.  Specialists can take a class form 9:00 – 3:00 when they have an open hour.  Specialist would then do enrichment classes with the rest of the class while teachers work with the kids that need extra help.  Michelle Ferroggiaro proposed we adjust the Staff Request line item from $9,000 to $7,000.  Stephanie Lister proposed we partially fund this Intervention Pilot Program with $2,000 that was adjusted from Staff Request.  Motion was made and approved.  

Staff Requests are now to go thru Dora Johns and PTG instead of through Paul Stone.  
Denise Weber proposed to re-vamp the Budget.

Dora Johns passed out new Money Tally Sheets.  The Tally Sheets require that there be a 2 person count for all money received.  Committee Leader will fill out Money Tally Sheet keep a copy and give original to be verified by Treasurer.  Money can be put into school safe for a day.  Money Tally Sheet forms will be kept in the PTG Box.

Assemblies: November -  author Richard Nesbitt;  January - Richard Height “Dare to Dream”, we need to purchase sheet and wood to create painting that the school gets to keep; March – Adventures in Bug Eating.

Scholastic Book Fair – Erika Meier:  Monday, October 19th will be the Teacher preview.  Book Fair will be from 8:00-4:00 M,T, W and 8:00-8:00 on Thursday.  Same size book Fair this year (12 case fair).

Spaghetti Feed – Erin Church:  Signs-ups for parents to bring brownies (13 volunteers is about 50 2X2 squares).  Room Parents to find 2 volunteers form each room.

Care Concern - Sandra Gorman-Brown: This committee organizes response to Mullan Road families in need during an emergency.

Hospitality Committee – There is a need for this committee.  We need a volunteer to run it, ask at Volunteer Orientation.
